PASTOR’S CORNER 
 
UP UP AND AWAY 
 
The Ascension of Jesus is a strong 
theological statement. The effort to kill 
Jesus was not successful. The Franco 
Zeffirelli film “Jesus of Nazareth” has a key 
player of the Sanhedrin say as he enters 
the tomb to investigate what happened, 
“now it begins.” When Jesus told them after 
his death/resurrection to go ahead of him 
into Galilee he is telling them that the place 
of his teaching is again the locale of the 
new beginning. Jesus is neither in the sky 
nor in the tomb, he is with the disciples. In 
Luke/Acts there are two ascensions, one to 
mark the end of his earthly ministry and the 
other that marks the beginning of the 
Church. This historical anomaly does not 
bother Luke. The theological point is well 
made. 
 
When the disciples see Jesus, some see 
and believe, others see and doubt. What is 
essential is to believe. “To hear and follow” 
is the key movement. As Jesus made 
disciples, so they are to make disciples. His 
commands are to be taken seriously. “I will 
be with you,” means he has ascended into 
us even as he has taken his place with the 
Father. This entire movement is a result of 
the Father’s Love.
